
6.5.3: Incremental improvements made for the preceding five years with regard to quality 

(in case of first cycle), Post accreditation quality initiatives (second and subsequent cycles) 

The recommendations of the RAC and /academic council are regularly evaluated by 

ICAR towards their approval and the suggestions are used for refinement of the research projects. 

Some of the major improvements made include: 

 The courses have been revised following the 5th Deans Committee Report BSMA (Broad 

Subject Matter Area) guidelines and new courses added, some revised, while some aspects 

merged to make learning more comprehensive and updated  

 The outreach programme has been strengthened by recognising more institutes as partners in 

academic activities, including teaching, inducting faculty as Research Guides for guidance of 

MSc/PhD students 

 New courses have been added to broaden the knowledge of students with a view to inculcate 

soft skills  

 The students thesis research is better aligned with the research programme of Divisions and 

complementary to research projects of faculty towards better quality of research towards 

attaining Sustainable Developmental Goals (SDGs) and outputs in the form of 

technologies/patents etc.
