The contractor shall indemnify and keep indemnified
the Council from any claims, loss or damages that may be caused to it on account
of any failure to comply with the obligations under various laws. In case of any
dispute, the decision of Director, IARI shall be final and binding on the contractor.
Income tax will deducted from the payment due for the work done as per rule.
They should not live their points unless and until the reliever come for shift duties
supervisor will maintain all the registers, which are kept at concerned Section.
Changing of Supervisor/Staff should be intimated to the Farm In-charge of the
Division concerned.

The Contractor must employ adult labour only. Employment of child labour may
lead to the termination of the Contract.

The contract is subject to the condition that the renderer will comply with all the
laws and acts of Central Govt. State Govt. relating to this contract made
applicable from time to time.

Risk Clause: ICAR reserves the right to discontinue the service at any time, if

the services are found unsatisfactory by giving a show cause to be replied

within a week and also has the right to award the contract to any other agency

at the riskand cost of current agency and excess expenditure incurred on

account of this can be recovered from S.D. or pending bills or by rising a

separate claim.

LIQUIDATED DAMAGE CLAUSE:

1.

An amount equivalent to two days of contract amount subject to a minimum of
Rs.500/ - will be levied as liquidated damages per day. Whenever and wherever it
is found that the work is not up to the mark in any Section. It will be brought to
the notice of the supervisory staff of the firm by IARI and if no action is taken
within one hour liquidated damages clause will be invoked.

Any misconduct/misbehaviour on the part of the manpower deployed by the
agency will not be tolerated and such person therefore. The decision of Director,
IARI shall be final and binding on the contractor/agency in respect of any clause
covered under the Contract.
