(xii) The contractor shall be responsible for any loss, theft or damage to the life and/or properly of the
employees of the IARI and/or property of the IARI shall be compensated by the contractor/agency if the
cause of such loss, theft or damage is on account of default, negligence and/or lapse of the personnel
deployed by the contractor/agency.
