Special Instructions to the Contractors/Bidders for the e-submission of the bids online through this
e-Procurement Portal
1. Bidder should do Online Enrolment in this Portal using the option Click Here to Enroll available in the Home

Page. Then the Digital Signature enrollment has to be done with the e-token, after logging into the portal. The

etoken may be obtaned from one of the authorized Certifying Authorities such as

Bidder then logs into the portal giving user id / password chosen during enrolment.

The e-token that is registered should be used by the bidder and should not be misused by others.

The Bidders can update well in advance, the documents such as certificates, purchase order details etc., under

My Documents option and these can be selected as per tender requirements and then attached along with bid
