All the requisite 

supporting documents as mentioned in the bid document should and must be 

uploaded on-line http:/eprocure.gov.in/procure/app.  The Bids sent through FAX,E-

mail, by hand and/or by post shall not be accepted /processed, in any case. 

ii) The bidders may submit duly filled and completed bidding document ONLINE as per 

instruction contained in the bidding documents.  Incomplete bid shall be rejected.  

The conditions of tender shall be governed by the details contained in complete bid 

document as well as Procurement Manual of Library Journals and including e-

journals ICAR. 

 

iii) Tender in any other form except on the online cpp portal/IARI website tender form shall 

not be entertained.
