1. The rates quoted shall be valid for a minimum period of 180 days from the last date fixed for submission of bid. 

 

2. Only those firms should respond who are the manufacturers or authorized dealers/agents of the stores 

specified in the tender specifications. 

 

3. Indian agents of foreign manufacturers/principal are allowed to participate in the tender subject to the 

following conditions: - 

a)      The Indian agent will submit along with the tender documents a copy of authority letter/agreement from 

the foreign manufacturer/principal for this particular offer. 

b)    Such agreement/authority with the foreign manufacturers/principal should be a long- term agreement and 

not merely for supply & Installation of the equipment.  

c)        If the agreement is only for the Supply & Installation, the offer received is liable to be rejected.

Payment to the 

Indian agent will strictly be made in Indian Rupees after satisfactorily commissioning of equipment’s.  

C. All bank charges:
