Page. Then the Digital Signature enrollment has to be done with the e-token, after logging into the portal. The
e-token may be obtained from one of the authorized Certifying Authorities such as
eMudhraCA/GNFC/IDRBT/MtnlTrustline/SafeScrpt/TCS.

Bidder then logs into the portal giving user id / password chosen during enrolment.
