Shortcomings, if any, pointed out by him shall be rectified
by the contractor within 24 hours of its bringing to his notice.

The firm shall provide a Co-ordinator for immediate interaction with the organisation.

The terms and conditions as stipulated in the tender documents and enclosed herewith, shall be part of the
agreement.

The Service charges, to be quoted by the Bidders, should be inclusive of all other expenses required for the day-to-
day services ( viz. Transportation, Uniform etc.)
